
 

 
Overflow Alarm Switches are used in vent lines in day tanks to 
indicate the tank has overflowed and the level of the oil is up into 
the vent lines.  These alarms are usually the last line of defense 
before overfilling a tank and causing oil to come out the vent lines.  
These switches are installed into tees directly above the top of the 
day tank as shown in the picture to the right.  The unit includes an 
arrow on the body which should point down unless otherwise 
indicated in the documentation for proper operation.   

These units are designed for use with fuel oil (diesel).
